	5. Guest Presentation
	Loaves, Fishes, and Computers (LFC).
LFC provides low-cost computers or free devices, digital literacy classes, repair and tech support, and refurbishes computers. LFC serves seniors aged 60 and older, veterans, low-income families, disabled individuals, and other groups. In 2021, LFC launched the Connecting Seniors with Technology program in partnership with the AAA. Despite the community being in lockdown due to the pandemic, the program successfully delivered in-home technology training while adhering to all necessary safety precautions. This ensured that seniors could stay connected with the outside world during the pandemic and participate in group senior education. LFC continues to provide seniors with one-on-one services, offering both on-site and in-home training.  To date, they served 1,600 seniors.  Of those, 120 were isolated and LFC visited their homes due to their mobility issues. LFC also successfully collaborated with the AAA on the Digital Connections program to help bridge the digital divide by providing iPads with hands-on digital literacy training. A total of 33 iPad group orientations and training sessions were held.

Marleen also provided an overview of her meeting with Mr. William Eldredge regarding his application to the AAA Advisory Council.

	Jessica reported that updates were provided on the DMV program and a discussion was held around our current priorities to ensure they align with the California Senior Legislative priorities. Jessica added that Bobbie reached out to the Board of Supervisors to request a list of their county priorities.

	Aimee indicated that staff provided an update on the DMV and Digital Connections programs. There was also an update on site monitoring planned for 2025. Members were encouraged to attend other committee meetings, if available, to become familiar with what each committee is working on and for members to possibly take on more leadership in their roles.

There was a presentation from Diana Jimenez on the Aging and Adult Services programs. They received results for an MST survey and a presentation on MediVan (MV) Transit. The meeting for November was postponed. 
c. Triple-A Council of California: Marleen provided an update and sent an email to all members with the information from the last meeting. Marleen will submit a request for Aimee to be appointed to the Triple-A Council of California effective January 2025.

b. The Digital Connections program was highly successful, with all 350 devices distributed to eligible seniors in Monterey County in less than a year. Seniors expressed their excitement and gratitude upon receiving the devices.
