a. Update on Seniors Farmer’s Market Nutritional Program

c. Senior Community Service Employment Program 
	a. A total of 300 vouchers were successfully distributed to seniors around Monterey County. Each voucher was valued at $50 each to help seniors purchase fruits and vegetables at certified farmers’ markets in the county. AAA partnered with Alliance on Aging, Meals on Wheels Monterey of the Monterey Peninsula, North County Recreation and Park District, and Prunedale Senior Center to help distribute them. The program ended on November 30, 2024.
b. The Age Wise program is a mental health and wellbeing program for older adults. It started on December 2, 2024, and all staff are encouraged refer individuals that may benefit from the services. To qualify, individuals must be 60 years of age or older and receive or qualify for Medi-Cal benefits. The Age Wise brochures were shared with all members present. There was discussion on the Aging and Disability Resource Connection (ADRC), their presence at the Alliance on Aging HUB, and their process regarding referrals. Marleen will reach out to Travis to present an update at the next AAA Advisory Council meeting in February 2025.
c. Senior Community Service Employment Program is administered by the National Association for Hispanic elderly. Their focus is to work with individuals 55 years and older and provide opportunities for subsidized job training at community-based organizations with the goal of returning to the workforce.
