	Meeting was called to order by the Chair at 1:35pm.

	4. Public Introductions, Comments and Announcements: Members of the public including service providers may address the Council on items not listed on today’s Agenda that are within the jurisdiction of the Council. 	5. Guest Presentation
Presentation on the Aging and Disability Resource Connection (ADRC) “No Wrong Door” approach and the process for referring individuals to partner services. (Travis Beye)
	Travis Beye from the Aging and Adult Services Branch provided a presentation on ADRC, the services provided which focuses on the “no wrong door” approach for seniors, adults with disabilities, families and caregivers. The program is designed to make all community agency doors - the right door for assistance and supporting warm hand-offs between service providers and follow-ups with consumers. The two main partners of the ADRC are the County of Monterey Area Agency on Aging, and Central Coast Center for Independent Living (CCCIL). CCCIL provides information regarding accessible housing, transportation, assistive technology and any supportive services. If they are not able to assist, they will do a warm hand-off to another partner agency who can further assist. They also offer options counseling which is assistance with making informed decisions about long-term services. CCCIL also offers person centered transition services which helps support customers while transitioning from a hospital or skilled nursing facility to home. Some of the benefits of the “no wrong door” model is that it offers quicker access to services, reduces stress and confusion, provides better outcomes, and improved agency partnerships.

	a. Kontrena McPheter moved to approve the December 12,2024, minutes; Richard Kuehn seconded. Roll call vote was taken and approved by all present except for Kathybelle Barlow who abstained. Motion passed.

	7. Executive Committee Report (Aimee)
a. Review and discuss the AAA Advisory Council membership, appointment of Committee Chairs and Vice Chairs, and selection and appointment of members for Committees.
	a. Aimee Cuda asked if any of the members were interested in joining the Executive Committee, Kontrena and William expressed interested. JoAnne Roth agreed to chair the Planning, Evaluation & Allocation (PE&A) Committee. Kathybelle Barlow agreed to chair the Legislative & Advocacy (L&A) Committee. Vice Chairs for each committee will be appointed at the next committee meeting. There was a discussion about “red cards” and information was sent via email to all members. 

	8. Legislation & Advocacy (L&A) Committee Report (Jessica)
	Marleen reported that there was discussion around the 2025 Older Americans Act and Elder Abuse Justice resolutions. She added that William volunteered to work on the resolutions and that the templates have been emailed to him. Marleen also reported that Thom presented a side-by-side comparison of our AAA Advisory Council legislative priorities, the County’s priorities, California State Legislature, and the Master Plan for Aging. More updates are going to be made to the document and will be brought to the full Advisory Council. 

	9. Planning, Evaluation & Allocations (PE&A) Committee Report (Aimee)
a. Review the Initial Draft Area Plan Update for FY 2025-26 (Marleen)
	Aimee Cuda reported that the Grants at a Glance report was not reviewed pending updates on the federal funding freeze. The AAA Program Performance & Service Units for the 2nd Quarter was reviewed, and all service providers are meeting or exceeding their goals.
a. Marleen provided an overview of the Area Plan Update for FY25-26 and highlighted the changes that will be made.  Once CDA releases the Area Plan Update guidance, final revisions will be made, and a draft version will be sent out to the Advisory Council members for review and input. Also, a public hearing will be held at the April 24, 2025, meeting.
