ALS AND BLS

BLS airway measures include OPA,
NPA, BVM, Head-tilt or jaw thrust

maneuvers, and patient positioning.
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ptis obese, consider chest thrusts. For
patients < 1 year, deliver five back
blows followed by five chest thrusts.

If pt deteriorates
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If pt becomes
unresponsive,
begin CPR.
Check mouth for
FB.
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If unable to remove FB with
abdominal/chest thrusts,
use laryngoscope and Magill
Forceps to remove FB
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Assist
ventilation with

obstructed,
positive pressure
ventilation.
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BVM as needed
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Perform needle
cricothyrotomy on patients 1
year or older with a complete
upper airway obstruction (not

breathing and unable to
ventilate) that cannot be
resolved using less-invasive
techniques.
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
