▪ Utility easements; 

▪ Public facilities; 

▪ Environmental mitigation (e.g., biological resources protection, noise setbacks, etc.); and 

▪ Landscaping and signage.  

Lastly, the community plan would function as a long-term planning document. It is recommended 

that the community plan include sufficient land capacity, within the total maximum 350-acre limit 

created by General Plan policy LU-2.21, to allow for unforeseen development opportunities that 

may arise in the future. Chualar could be planned as a potential destination for unforeseen growth 

with a diversified economy and housing opportunities over the longer term that supports the 

community’s socioeconomic well-being in ways to be further identified through the community plan 

outreach process.
