	Meeting was called to order by the Chair at 1:34pm.

	3. Public Introductions, Comments and Announcements: Members of the public including service providers may address the Council on items not listed on today’s Agenda that are within the jurisdiction of the Council. 	4. Changes to the Agenda
	Staff update on the USAging conference was added under item 10 of the agenda.
Staff update on the approved AAA Bylaws was added under item 11 of the agenda.

	5. Guest Presentation 
	Anne Brereton, County Counsel, provided a general Brown Act training session for AAA Advisory Council members and staff that included an overview of the new remote attendance requirements. She explained that a majority of the quorum must be present in person and within county boundaries. Members attending remotely must provide the address of their location and ensure that it is ADA compliant. Any member who joins remotely without having their address posted on the agenda will be considered a member of the public and not part of the quorum. Copies of the PowerPoint presentation will be shared with Council members. 

	6. ACTION ITEMS:  
a. Approval of June 26, 2025, Minutes 
	Jose Vazquez moved to approve the June 26, 2025, minutes, Bobbie Blakeney seconded. Roll call vote was taken and approved by all members present. Motion passed.

	7. Executive Committee Report (Aimee)
	Aimee Cuda reported the Executive Committee received an update on the AAA Legislative Priorities side-by-side comparison and learned that the AAA Bylaws were approved by the Board of Supervisors in August. She also stated the district 4 seat on the Council is currently vacant, along with 5 At-Large vacancies. At this time, we have not received any membership applications. Jessica McKillip stated she is interested in representing District 4. William Eldredge shared that he plans to attend the Senior Fair on August 28, 2025, to share information about the AAA and membership applications to those that are interested in joining the Council.

	8. Legislation & Advocacy (L&A) Committee Report (William)
	The L&A Committee reviewed and discussed changes to the AAA Legislative Priorities. Members discussed adding AARP as a standing item to the agenda going forward and to coordinate a presentation from AARP for a future full Council meeting. The Committee also suggested broadening the title of the agenda item, ‘Mayors in Monterey County’ to “Elected Officials in Monterey County,” since the work involves the Council members engaging with elected officials such as the Board of Supervisors.

	9. Planning, Evaluation & Allocations (PE&A) Committee Report (JoAnne)
	The service unit quarterly report was reviewed and indicated that the majority of AAA service providers are meeting or exceeding their goals. The Age Wise program is doing great and served double their target goal for the last quarter. Additionally, there was an update on OAA funding and breakdown of allocations.

b. The Monterey-Salinas Transit, Mobility Advisory Committee met on July 30.  Thomas De La Cruz was elected to a 3-year term. The Committee selected Steven Macias to serve as Chair. MV Transit is transitioning to a new service provider, which will now oversee the rides and trips program. An update was provided on the mobility service programs offered.  
c. The next Triple-A Council of California meeting is on October 9, 2025.
d. USAging conference related to congregate meals. Best practices were shared as well as information on how to enhance senior centers. Federal policy updates were provided and shared how our political advocates were able to sustain our programs and prevent them from being cut.

	a. For the Age Wise program, 50 individuals were served during the 4th quarter.  The program is Medi-Cal based and they’re using the “No Wrong Door” philosophy to assist with customer referrals and warm handoffs to other agencies and resources. Currently there are 35 active customers. San Bernardino plans to do a site visit on September 16, 2025. 
b. AAA program monitoring is almost done and overall, all service providers are performing well. Alliance on Aging is the last program monitoring review scheduled for September 23, 2025. Marleen thanked Bobbie for joining AAA staff for all of the AAA program monitoring of nutrition sites and she thanked Kontrena for joining for the review of the service providers of the Family Caregiver Support Program. 
c. Title III C-1 and C-2 NSIP adjustment funds were received and will be added to the existing service provider contracts, which will require the Area Plan to be updated.
d. Proposed changes to the AAA Bylaws were approved by the Board of Supervisors on August 5, 2025. They will be translated into Spanish and both English and Spanish versions will be posted to the AAA website.

	12.  Announcements
	· Bobbie attended the Senior Roundtable and announced that the Alzheimer’s Association will be doing A Walk to End Alzheimer’s on October 18th. Registration is required. Travis Beye plans to send out a flyer with more information and Bobbie suggested that it be posted to the AAA Facebook site. 
· Alliance on Aging will be taking HICAP appointments during the last two weeks of September 2025 for their Open Enrollment period that will be starting October 15, 2025.
· August 28, 2025, is the Senior Day at the Monterey Fairgrounds from noon to 3pm.  45 vendors are expected and seniors 62 years of age and older receive free admission. 
· October 18, 2025, is the City of Marina’s 50th Anniversary Celebration and all are encouraged to attend and the AAA is encouraged to host a table.
· The HUB and ITN Monterey are offering an Age Well Drive Smart education class on September 24, 2025, at 10am. Jessica will share a flyer.  AAA staff posted will post it on the AAA Facebook site.
· The 2025 Senior Farmers’ Market Nutrition Program is underway.  425 vouchers were received and have been distributed to the participating service providers.
