	6. Guest Presentation
	Liz Corona from the Alliance on Aging presented information on HICAP and Medicare updates for 2026. HICAP offers no cost counseling to Medicare beneficiaries, including assistance with benefits selection, billing and claims, prescription cost programs, and education on Medicare fraud.  For 2026, there is no monthly premium for Part A for those with 40+ quarters of Social Security credits. People with 30-39 quarters pay $311 per month and those with less than 30 quarters pay a premium of $565 per month.  The Part B premium is $202.90 per month or higher based on income, with a $283 deductible and 20% coinsurance. Individuals are encouraged to contact the Alliance on Aging for more detailed information.
